b. 42.9% used public transit outside of IF, 19.3% used within IF
c. Why no public transit use? Have a car (30%), too far (22%), drivers are rude (10%), doesn’t run when needed (10%), ride with others (8%), other barriers. 
d. Want to travel without any advance notice (28%) and waiting less than 15 minutes (24%), didn’t want to drive (21%), safe cycling path to work (13%)
e. 88% important or very important for the City of Idaho to Support or Fund Public Transit (73% very important) and 15% important 
f. WHY: help those without a car and serve those with disabilities, special needs, and the elderly.

v. Most respondents were 31-40 and only about 10% were older than 65
vi. 60.5% owned their own home
vii. 19.5% rented apartment / condo 
viii. Majority were less than $25k followed closely by $75-99k followed by “preferred not to say” 
ix. 3-5 household size, ages were basically mid-life people with kids at home. 
m. Takeaways
i. LMI neighborhoods weren’t as well represented / matching our expectations of need. 
ii. These LMI neighborhoods not being represented is not unusual because they are difficult to reach. 
iii. We probably need to consider a round 2 of the survey, a Spanish version, and a paper survey specifically to aging populations. 
iv. College students are a heavy user of public transit and underrepresented. We’re running out of time to effectively reach CEI students. Mike could talk to ISU as well. 
v. Survey is still open – let’s do a new push to get folks who haven’t responded to the first round.
